WHAT KEEPS THE SUN HOT

St Will rrobnblj Km-p \Ti,rm for Twenty
Dlillluu Venn.

According to tho most recent Investi-
gations the temperature of the eun U
sumewbat between 0,000 and 6,000 Uo-
srees centigrade, and there are rea-
sons for believing that for hundreds uf
thousands, perhaps for millions of
years, It has boon radiating heat lmo
space wltb no appreciable toaa of torn*
poraiuro. Wore tbe sun simply a cool-
ing mass of stone or metal tt must ages
ago havo losi both Us heat and tta
light; wore It a globs of binning enrb n
It can easily be calculated that It would
havo burned out tn about 6,000 years).
Where, thuu, does It get Its heat tiup-
ply? Is a question frequently uslicJ.

We aro accustomed to regard Ore,
combustion, aa iho principle source of
beat, or at any rate, of Intense bent,
that It Is not ousy to realize that thoro
may bo othor sources, equally abundant
from which tbo sun may obtain Its per-
ennial supply of this article.ppy of ths ar
ouiers long slnuo discarded tho Idea
thai tbero Is any cart of combustion
going on in tho sun, lie beat Is, more
probably, of that sort known In pbyniua
as mechanical beat—boat that Is pro-
duced by friction, by hammering or
compression. Wo are familiar enough
with the ursl two sources, though or-
dinarily the amount of bout which tro
perceivo to bo ihus developed Is not
great; but heat produced by compres-
sion la hot so often brought lo our no-
tice. From a vnrloiy of experiments,
bowover, It can be shown tljut whenev-
er a metal, as a plocc of lead, or the
air. or, Indeed, any gas.

is' Probably not; but your cbesl
ought to be active—that Is. lifted up—
two-thlrda of tho time you aro awake.
Si aud up and take a long breath. A
ought movement is all (hat Is neces-
sary for normal breathing; but now
you have lot yonr cheat fall! You aro
eo tired you can't hold It up! That
Bbowg a very bad. unnatural atate of
things; tho normal human being,
nboncver ho Is not relaxed, walks with
bia uhest up; and when he talks with
vigor or Interest, It Is wtih bis cheat
up, and you can't hold your* up thres
minutes witbotit fatigue—yon can't do
it ut all tor live, lio you know thai
tbo preservation or achievement of a
round, slender waist will be your re-
ward If you will strengthen your mus-
cles and learn to keep your chest up?
it will certainly, except If you become
hopelessly (at, and even then good
breathing will do much to preserve
Borne good outlines tn l i i figure.

Proper breathing anJJ tlje habit of
keeping uh.e chest up *lupkeep all the
Internal organs ih their proper place1

and keep them rrom spreading the
waist tn any way that Is unsightly and
ahowa not Greek health, but deficient
vitality. The first thing Is to get so
you can hold the chest up. Walk across
the floor three tlmee, holding up your
chest (just as you do w&en you try to
fasten a tight skirt band), at the same
time breathing deeply from tho abdo-
men. After tile three times you are ex-
hausted; rest and try It again; to-mor-
row you can perhaps do it four; don't
tire yourself, but keep at It till you
bavo strengthened tbe muscles that
bold your chest up. Juat as you would
strengthen the muuclea of your arms,
w;th use. Always practice out of doors
or wltb your windows up. There are
many good breathing exercises, and but
few can very well be conveyed in print,
but the main thing is very simple;
breathe with your chest up. and keep
on doing so till you do It naturally, all
the time that you are not relaxed.

One good exercise that can be taught
Is to simply stand and take as long a
breath as you can. chest well up, and
t'bon hold it long as you can. Thl»
exorcise used for a few minutes every
day Is most beneficial, and physicians
recommend it for strengthening and
expanding the lungs.

Professor Tyndall said that as a
broad, general rule, any air out ot
doors was better than any sir Indoors.
Breathing exercises are most effective
outside the bouse, and generally-they
nre not conspicuous even on a city alde-
