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Marching Mothers to Conduct 
'Door Count'in Dimes Campaign

I n addit ion t o the i r 
t r a d i t i o n a l ne ighborhood 
a p p e a l for funds, t h e y wil l 
c o n d u c t a rube l la "door 
c o u n t " t o measu re t h e p ro­
gress of immun iza t i on pro­
g r a m s . 

The survey is designed to 
obtain simple data on the 
number of children, ages one to 
12, in each household and how 
many have been inoculated 
against German measles. Tally 
sheets will give health author­
ities a fair degree of up-to-
date information for use in 
mapping community health 
needs. 

The door count is expected 
to help stimulate awareness of 
the need for rubella vaccina­
tion as a protection against 
the tragedy of birth defects, 
according to W. R. Russell, 
vice president and director of 

' chapters for The National 
Foundation-March of Dimes. 
While not intended as a scien­
tific survey, findings will be 
instrumental in directing pub­
lic health educational efforts. 

"We consulted various pub­
lic health officials', including a 
number of state health com­
missioners, and all approved," 
Mr. Russell said. "They agreed 
that the project will be sig­
nificant because the results 
should serve as a general in­
dicator of the level of vaccina­
tion." ' " ' "- t 

Nationwide Alert 
Since the rubella vaccine was 

licensed by the federal gov­
ernment more than a year ago, 
March of Dimes chapters 
around the country have helped 
mount community drives for 
mass immunization. During this 
time, chapter spokesmen, vol­
unteers and members of their 
medical advisory committees 
have worked closely wi th local 
health departments, medical 
societies and school officials in 
programs aimed at eliminating 
spread of the dreaded rubella. 

These community efforts have 
had effective results in many 
-tates, including Maryland, 

ON THE MARCH to eliminate the threat of rubella (German measles) 
to unborn children are thousands of Mothers' March volunteers. 
The March of Dimes work£ closely with local health departments, 
medical societies and schcfN officials in organizing rubella vaccina­
t ion drives throughout communities. 

Texas, Minnesota, Hawaii, New. 
York, Washington, Pennsylva­
nia, California, Tennessee, Mis­
sissippi, Utah, Alaska, Georgia, 
Virginia and Ohio. 

However, public health au­
thorities agree that the country 
still has a long way to go if 
we are to halt the threat of ru­
bella upon the unborn child. 
The National Foundation has 
vigorously encouraged maxi­
mum use of the rubella vac­
cine because 6f its commitment 
to the prevention and t reat­
ment of bir th defects. 

The ravages of the last ru ­
bella epidemic of 1964-65 de­
stroyed or damaged some 50,-
000 infants. First-hand knowl­
edge of tragic defects that 
maimed newborn survivors of 
the epidemic are seen regu­
larly at many March of Dimes 
Birth Defects Centers around 
t h e country. These children 
suffer from blindness, deafness, 
heart defects and other severe 
handicaps. 

Mass Immunity Needed 
Guidelines and recommenda­

tions for the rubella mass im­
munization program were de­
veloped by the Committee on 
Immunization Practices of the 

Center for Disease Control of 
the Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare. They 
were endorsed by the Ameri­
can Academy of Pediatrics and 
The National Foundation pro­
grams are based on the same 
measures. 

"The public should keep in 
mind that another epidemic of 
rubella can be expected with­
in a few years—maybe as early 
as this spring," warns Dr. Ar­
thur J. Salisbury, NF director 
of preventive services. "This 
epidemic . and its disastrous 
consequences can be prevented 
if enough children get rubella 
shots." 

Although the permanency of 
immunity conferred by the vac­
cine is still not known, Dr. 
Salisbury emphasizes that we 
cannot afford to determine this 
before undertaking mass vac­
cination campaigns because the 
present vaccine is our only a l ­
ternative to another devastat­
ing rubella epidemic. 

Public health education ef­
forts on such critical issues as 
rubella vaccination are an im­
portant element of the year-
round activities carried out by 
The National Foundation.

League of Women Voters 
Hear Secretary of Senate 

"Democracy is delicious dis­
order," according to Albert J. 
Abrams, secretary of the New 
York State Senate, in speaking re­
cently to the Albany County 
League of Women Voters. 

"Let's not worry about the me­
chanics, but about the product of 
the legislative session." Mr. Ab­
rams felt that democracy is a kind 
of collective bargaining, with each 
legislator trying to represent his 
constituents. "It's a process of 
negotiating. It cannot be a quiet 
thing." 

The maiority of the senators 
have a wide range of public ex­
perience. They're viewed by Mr. 
Abrams as average middle-class 
citizens, harrassed yet hooked on 
the power ami glamor of their 
jobs. 

The backlog of measures usual­
ly facing the Senate is in direct 
relation to the bargaining and 
negotiating senators must do on 
bills they sponsor. Mr. Abrams 
said the public need to realize that 
about 95 percent of the bills are 
non-controversial. 

An individaul legislator's vote 
on these may be influenced by such 
things as his aspirations and those 
of the senator he sits next to. 

Questionnaires sent to constitu­
ents by letter are helping legisla­
tors review what these people want 
in the way of legislation. "It has 
been an eye opener for them," Mr. 
Abrams said.
